Uniform deposits of $100 per player (separate post-dated cheques per player) are required for
all but the Tykes, Pre-Rally Cap and Rally Cap.

For safety and hygiene reasons we advise all players to purchase their own batting helmet. It is
wise to purchase the face mask at the same time. It is mandatory in most softball and some
baseball leagues.

When teams are made, coaches will contact you regarding practice times and days.

The ball typically flies off an aluminum bat at a much higher rate of speed than a wooden bat.
For player safety, baseball is generally moving away from the use of aluminum bats. It is already
mandatory for certain leagues and some provincial playoffs. As Sask. Baseball moves to wooden
bats only, AMBA will not be providing wooden bats for players. Please be prepared for that.
AMBA does not require this at this time.
